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The Alonzo King LINES Ballet Training Program (LBTP) provides a professional 
curriculum for diversely trained dancers (ages 17-24) from the US and abroad, as 
they polish their crafts and gain valuable performance opportunities. The program 
celebrated its sixth academic year with 29 students in the 15-week fall semester 
and 33 students in the 20-week spring semester. Through outreach, lecture 
demonstrations, and after-school classes in San Francisco schools and community-
based organizations, the program finds a unique and fulfilling way to bring its 
training philosophy to the public. Alonzo King LINES Ballet’s Education Programs 
teach that art is within the artist and, for these dancers, this proves to be a truly 
rewarding approach.

2010-2011 Highlights:

• Three LBTP students, Byron Roman Jr., Jordan Drew and Arthur Prettyman, 
along with three LINES BFA seniors, were invited to Monaco in December 2010 
to present Long Flat Dry Plain (choreographed by Alonzo King) for the Tremplin 
Jeunes Ballets, a forum for introducing professional-level students to major dance 
companies world-wide. 

• Funding from BNP Paribas, the French parent company of Bank of the West, 
enabled LBTP to invite two New York-based guest choreographers to San 
Francisco. Nathan Trice set Conversations and created a new duet in Fall 2010. Sidra 
Bell created a vibrant new work on 15 dancers in Spring 2011. This funding also 
added a second series of theater performances to the academic year, the Cowell 
Theater in Fort Mason Center (November 2010) and ODC Theater (May 2011). 

• The May 2011 performances introduced a new component of retrospective 
works and featured LBTP alumni with choreography by LBTP alum Alexandra 
Kamerling.

• Graduates and alumni received professional dance work with Lemon Sponge 
Cake Contemporary Ballet and Dawson/Wallace Dance Project (San Francisco); 
Luna Negra and Deeply Rooted (Chicago); Kibbutz Contemporary Dance 
Company’s training program (Israel); and SHIFT >>> Physical Theater. One alum 
received certification to teach GYROTONIC® and another is in her final phase.

• A site-specific course was introduced into the curriculum and was funded by 
MJM Management as part of Central Market Arts. Each Wednesday, the students 
performed at different locations of the Powell Bart Station and documented their 
interactive performance experiences.

• Performance opportunities were experienced in various venues such as KUNST-
STOFF Arts for the student choreography showcases, Mint Plaza as part of CMA 
24 Days of Central Market Arts, Dancing in the Park (Golden Gate Park), Western 
Ballet (Mountain View) during National Dance Week, and a collaborative evening 
with Nhan Ho Project (San Jose).  

• Master classes were offered with artists from Ballet Prejlocaj, Hubbard Street 
Dance Company, Trey McIntrye Project, Akram Khan, Alvin Ailey American Dance 
Theater, Bill T. Jones, and Mark Morris.

• Four male dancers received full scholarships, underscoring the importance of 
their presence in contemporary dance training, no matter their background or 
financial constraints.



The Alonzo King LINES Ballet Summer Program (LBSP) offers aspiring dancers (ages 11-24) professional dance training. The 
program emphasizes artistic risk-taking with a base in classical training.  After a highly selective audition process, dancers prepare 
for a summer intensive that offers a minimum of 40 hours per week of training with Alonzo King LINES Ballet Company members 
and a stellar roster of choreographers, culminating in a performance at a professional theater. 

2010-2011 Highlights:

• June 2011 marked the 10th Anniversary of LBSP, a significant milestone celebrating ten years of artistic risk-taking in dance 
education.

• The January/February 2011 Audition Tour saw 744 dancers at 15 locations nation-wide and the first-ever international audition 
in Vancouver, Canada. We also hosted the largest number of dancers to ever audition at our home base, Alonzo King LINES Dance 
Center (138 between two auditions). 

• Both summer intensives exceeded full capacity (110) with dancers attending from across the US, Singapore, Italy, and Canada. 
Session Two 2010 included a small number professional dancers seeking supplementary training.

• Alexandra Kamerling (LBTP alum) and Adam Peterson (Alonzo King LINES BFA at Domincan University of California graduate) 
choreographed for LBSP students through a new program that provides emerging choreographers a platform and resources for 
creating new work.

• LBSP provided $99,875 in financial aid (tuition and, in some cases, housing) including full scholarships for two Discovery Project 
recipients, two Homer Avila recipients, and the winner of the First Annual San Nicola Dance competition in Bira, Italy. 

• Six dancers from LBSP joined the 2011-12 LINES Ballet Training Program and one dancer entered her freshman year in the 
Alonzo King LINES Ballet BFA at Domincan University.

Alonzo King LINES Ballet Discovery Projects (LBDP) provide outreach nation-wide and are designed to diversify the 
scope of LINES Ballet’s impact on young artists. By collaborating with host communities around the country, we provide dancers 
with low-cost workshops, taught by Alonzo King LINES Ballet Education Programs faculty members.

2010-2011 Highlights:

•  LBDP visited Kansas City, MO for the second time in January 2011 (host school: University of Missouri at Kansas City) with 56 
students participating and St. Petersburg and Tampa, FL for the third time in February 2011 (host schools: Gibbs High School and 
Blake High School, respectively) with 119 students participating.

• Kara Davis, a LINES Ballet Education Programs faculty member, stayed one week after the completion of the Tampa workshop 
to create a new work for Blake High School students. 

• Following LINES Ballet’s tour to Edinburgh, Scotland in September 2010, Company members Keelan Whitmore and Meredith 
Webster taught a series of two-hour LBDP workshops through the Edinburgh Festival’s educational program. The workshops 
introduced dance and movement to 10-14 year olds in academic schools.
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In its fifth year,  Alonzo King LINES Ballet BFA at Dominican University of California 
combines the dance training and philosophy of one of the nation’s foremost dance 
institutions with the comprehensive liberal arts education and social values of the 
Dominican tradition. The program offers students an unparalleled opportunity to 
discover themselves as artists and human beings and is the only BFA program in the 
country to be led by an active, world-renowned choreographer.

2010-2011 Highlights:

• Dominican University selected its new President, Dr. Mary Marcy, and new Dean of 
the School of Arts, Humanities and Social Sciences, Dr. Nicola Pitchford.

• 138 students from across the United States applied for the BFA Class of ’15. 32 were 
granted admission and 12 accepted.

• In May 2011, the BFA program graduated its second class of nine extraordinary, 
talented and accomplished young artists.  Retiring University President Dr. Joseph Fink 
was commencement speaker. BFA in Dance senior, Rachael Elliot was one of three 
students chosen to present a speech for the ceremony.

• Michael Montgomery, who had spent his senior year as an apprentice with Alonzo 
King LINES Ballet, was promoted to full Company member. Rachael Elliot accepted a 
position with Noor Nederlans Dans in Holland, Challyce Brogdon with Oper Graz in 
Austria,  and Elizabeth Lapena an apprenticeship with Luna Negra in Chicago.

• Adam Peterson has been involved in numerous dance projects in the Bay Area and 
Colorado, and was invited to choreograph a new work for the LINES Ballet Summer 
Program students.

• The Dizzy Feet Foundation, an organization founded by the producers of television’s 
So You Think You Can Dance, awarded sophomore Jeffrey Van Sciver a $10,000 talent 
scholarship. 

• Faculty member Maurya Kerr won the Hubbard Street 2 choreography competition, 
earning her the opportunity to create a new work for this exciting young troupe.

• Faculty member Gregory Dawson accepted joint directorship of Dawson/Wallace 
Dance Project in Colorado.

• The junior class attended the American Dance Festival Association regional conference 
in March. Faculty member Christian Burns’ work Stilren was presented for adjudication, 
and won a spot in the conference’s concluding gala. 

• The LINES BFA and Training Program were jointly invited by the Monaco Dance Forum 
to send students to participate in the prestigious  Tremplin Jeunes Ballet showcase for 
pre-professional dancers. Three BFA students, Rachael Elliot, Challyce Brogdon and 
Adam Peterson joined Training Program students in an exciting trip to Monte Carlo. 
Alonzo King created a dynamic work for the students, Long Flat Dry Plain. Rachael Elliot 
was subsequently awarded a Princess Grace Foundation scholarship to facilitate her 
first year with Noord Nederlans Dans.

• BNP Paribas/Bank of the West awarded a three-year grant to the LINES Ballet  
education programs. The grant is targeted for guest artists and increased performance 
opportunities. In fall 2010, the BFA and Training program had the opportunity to work 
with New York-based artist Nathan Trice. Nathan created a new work Dynamic Inquiry 
for the BFA seniors, showcased at the Cowell Theater in November 2010. Sidra Bell, 
also based in New York, came to LINES in spring 2011 and taught Master Classes for 
the BFA students.
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The Alonzo King LINES Dance Center (AKLDC) fulfills an important 
component of our mission–providing an accessible and welcoming 
community space for the life-long practice of dance. The Dance 
Center serves over 3,800 dancers annually by offering classes and 
workshops for adults of all levels–beginners to professionals, in 
diverse disciplines from ballet to modern, lyrical jazz to Zumba®, 
and more.

2010-2011 Highlights:

• Thanks to generous contributions during the 2010 fundraising 
campaign, AKLDC experienced a true makeover. Its redesigned 
check-in area now features a custom-designed desk as well as 
an easy-to-read, electronic daily schedule, presenting a more 
professional image and streamlining arrivals. The fifth-floor hallway 
now serves as a gallery of historical Alonzo King LINES Ballet 
performance posters.

• The Dance Center furthered its reputation as the Bay Area’s 
preferred destination for Master Classes by hosting international 
artists from Ballet Prejlocaj of France and Nederlands Dans 
Theater, based in The Hague. The Dance Center community got 
a strong taste of New York City dance, when it welcomed jazz 
choreographer Ashley Carter, dancers of the Stephen Petronio 
Company, contemporary artist, Nathan Trice, and the world-
renowned Paul Taylor Dance Company. These guest-artist Master 
Classes were a perfect augmentation to a substantial offering of 
workshops and Master Classes taught by the Dance Center’s own 
teaching staff.

• Throughout the year, the Dance Center continued its goal 
of expanded community outreach. AKLDC became one of six 
founding members of Central Market Arts–a group of organizations 
dedicated to a common vision of promoting San Francisco’s Central 
Market Neighborhood as a vital arts district. CMA launched in 
September 2010 with a three-day dance festival in Mint Plaza, 
followed by 21 days of dance, art and music throughout the Central 
Market neighborhood. AKLDC also produced two sessions of its 
popular event, All You Can Dance for $5, introducing over 350 
people to the wide range of classes and teachers at the Dance 
Center.
